If there is no hissing sound or foam being emitted by the high voltage battery pack, the vehicle can be salvaged by
professional organizations.

After recovery from deep or flood water the vehicle high voltage system must be isolated. For the specific method
of disconnecting high-voltage power, please refer to Chapter 3.

8. Towing / Transportation / Storage

Personnel are prohibited from staying in the vehicle when towing and transporting the vehicle.

If the battery pack is
deformed, leaks, smokes, etc., the safety risk should be solved first.

The drive
wheels MUST be suspended above the ground.

When towing, DO NOT accelerate or brake suddenly, this can cause accidents.
