7. In Case of Submersion

Treat a submerged Model Y like any other submerged vehicle. Wear appropriate PPE for water rescue. Remove
the vehicle from the water and continue with normal high voltage disabling. Vehicles submerged in water should
be handled with a greater potential risk of an HV battery fire. Raise the front of the vehicle approximately 30 cm (1
foot) to allow water to drain out of the vehicle and battery pack and then store the vehicle flat.
